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A RADICAL CHANGE IN LAYOUT

Before the renovation, the home had

a compartmentalized and outdated
structure: bedrooms and a study occupied
the main windows, while the living room
was in the center of the house, deprived
of natural light. The new layout prioritizes
open spaces and visual connections
between common areas, making the most
of the natural light from the large east-
facing windows.

The project involved a complete interior
demolition, preserving only the fireplace,
which was redesigned as a focal point.
This transformation enabled the creation
of fluid, open spaces, where colors and
textures take center stage.

A CONSTANT DIALOGUE OF
COLOR AND FORM

Every corner of this home is designed

to surprise. The guest bathroom stands
out with its blue and yellow tones, while
the teenage bathroom is a striking yellow
microcement space that plays with lines
and curves.

The master bedroom, in contrast, offers

a serene atmosphere, combining wood,
blue, and earthy tones in the dressing
room and bathroom. The teenage bedroom
is divided into two connected spaces,
separated by a pink wardrobe with circular
handles, balancing aesthetic appeal with
functional needs.

A UNIQUE HOME THROUGH

the design focuses on creating a joyful,
colorful atmosphere where lines, curves,
and textures engage in a constant
dialogue.

Materials like microcement, industrial
bamboo flooring, and geometric tiles add
character and functionality. Elements such
as the orange centerpiece in the living
room and the floor-to-ceiling bookshelf
celebrating the family’s love for reading
make each space a statement.

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THE KITCHEN:
A GEOMETRIC AND CHROMATIC PLAY

The kitchen radiates personality, blending deep
blue hues with geometric patterns that evoke the
freshness of the Mediterranean.

The blue cabinetry establishes a solid and modern
presence, while Marazzi tiles, with their curved

This
pattern, applied to both the bar area and the floor,
creates a visual effect that defines the work area as
if it were a decorative rug, highlighting it within the
continuous bamboo flooring that extends throughout
the home.

Adjacent to the entrance, carefully selected elements,
such as a green marble console with a black metal
frame, add a touch of sophistication. Books and an
amber glass vase reinforce the concept of a space
designed for calm and reflection.

Above the sink, a large mirror spanning the entire
width of the wall enhances luminosity and spaciousness,
while blue glass vases reinforce the color palette,
introducing a subtle decorative touch.

The shower and toilet area is separated by blue
lacquered metal enclosures with transparent glass,
maintaining visual fluidity throughout the space.
These sleek, contemporary partitions add an industrial
sophistication that complements the overall bathroom
design. Natural light filtering through the glass panels
highlights the smooth texture of the microcement walls
and ceilings, creating a warm and inviting ambiance.
